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This presentation describes the current status of information and digital literacies, as they affect users and providers of digital libraries in the United Kingdom and in Slovenia. 





Initially, the way in which these terms are understood in the two countries, and how they relate to other concepts of information-related behaviour, are compared.





A review of user studies, and other analyses of the situation, in the two countries is presented, to illustrate what is known of how effectively library users are able to use digital collections, and the knowledge contained within them. 





The means of training and awareness-raising used and proposed - for both users and for librarians and other information professionals - are also compared. This includes all forms of training, from courses in formal education and in continuing professional development to informal training and self-learning.





The comparison of the situation in two European countries with high levels of technical


and intellectual development, but with considerable differences in population sizes and historical development, allows some general conclusions to be drawn about the development of literacies for the


digital library.
