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I shall define the concept of cooperation network in the digital world and identify natural and chosen networking partners.

I shall then describe the need for cooperation and selected initiatives of an academic library on the campus level, on the regional and on the national and international levels.

These initiatives will include:

· On the campus level: networking in a decentralized library system, networking to compete for grant money
· On the regional level: networking for better digital library products and services such as: digital library content, electronic document delivery, multimedia training programs, electronic user training modules, retrospective digitization
· On the national and international levels: electronic archiving, standards.
An integrated approach on all levels is chosen for marketing the digital library as well as lobbying for support of the digital library.
